The Bible
I Believe the Bible is the Word of God

2 Timothy 3:16,17

All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for repeoof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.
Matthew 25:34

Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.
The Bible is more than a collection of writings by people.

It is life to those that listen.

Consider: How will you read the Bible differently when you believe is brings life?

God
I Believe God is the most powerful God 
Isaiah 43:10

Before Me there was no God formed, Nor shall there be after Me.

This is difficult to understand without faith.

Reasoning will tell us to put our trust in the power of wealth, power etc.

However,


If God is the most powerful, we should yield to His ability to understand beyond our own!

Consider: What do you currently believe is more powerful that God based on the way you live your life?

(When trouble comes, what do you turn to in order to solve the problem?)

Salvation
I Believe God forgave me BECAUSE of what Jesus did.
Eph. 2:8

For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith, and this is not from yourselves, it is a gift of God.

Jesus gave his life so all the guilt of sin was on him. 

When we admit that Jesus is God and He died and rose again for us, we accept a free gift of being forgiven of all the wrong we have done.

Consider: Have you admitted that Jesus is God? Do you believe he actually came back from the dead?

Prayer

I Believe there is power in Prayer
Mark 11:24

Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours.

1 John 5:14,15

This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us-whatever we ask-we know that we have what we asked of him. 
Ephesians 6:18

And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the Lord’s people.
