Intro:

Today, we walk through the week leading to Easter.

Today we celebrate that Jesus entered Jerusalem knowing that Easter was coming.

Today, we remember that there is more than just today.

Palm Sunday:
Presented in all four gospels.


Read from Matthew 21:1-11

Three authors write that Jesus sent two disciples to get the donkey he would ride.


Zechariah 9:9

Three authors share Jesus’ words “GO”


He was preparing for the disciples to do the work


He knew he was going to be the sacrifice of Passover

They spread clothes on the ground, waived branches and called Him the Son of David.


Their perception of for a powerful leader to save them from the Romans

Personal Note:


Each author told the story from a different perspective so each person would understand what was happening.


Jesus is a personal savior knowing how each of us thinks and feels 

Monday, Jesus clears the Temple:
Luke 19:45,46

Then He went into the temple and began to drive out those who bought and sold in it, saying to them, “It is written, ‘My house is a house of prayer, but you have made it a den of thieves’”
A Military general would meet with his generals in the palace.

Jesus went to His Father’s house to set things in order

As we progress in this Holy Week, consider:


How do I need to be set in order?

Tuesday, Teaching
Matthew 21:23

“Now when He came into the temple, the chief priests and the elders of the people confronted Him as He was teaching…”

All four gospels have multiple teachings.

Personal Note:


Every step in our journey with Jesus is important.


The celebrations are more fun but the we must listen to His teaching

Silent Wednesday

Scholars say Jesus spent the day resting in Bethany with Lazarus, Mary and Martha.


Even resting he might have had arterial motives of protecting Lazarus from the Pharisees plot to kill him. 

Personal Note:


He knew he was going to die.


He spent his last quiet days with family

Maunday Thursday (Passover)
Jesus followed God’s instructions to celebrate Passover.


Prayer at Gethsemane, betrayed by Judas Iscariot, arrested, denied by Peter

Luke 22:19-20

And he took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to them, saying, ‘this is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.’ And likewise the cup after they had eaten, saying, ‘this cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my blood.’”

Personal Note:


This was never just a ritualistic act. 


This was an explanation of how Jesus would give himself for us

Good Friday

Jesus was crucified

Jesus’ seven last words ending with,


“Father, into your hands I commit my spirit” (Luke 23:46)

Jesus buried and laid in a tomb

Good Friday is all about Jesus

Saturday

Jesus was in the tomb.

Jesus went to conquer Hell and Death!
