Paul is unashamed of telling it like it is

Without God we suppress truth until our minds are debase.

Paul puts everyone (Jews and Gentiles) into the category of needing redemption

Romans 4
We cannot pay the debt owed to God 

We can have faith in God’s promise to forgive us freely

It takes faith like Abraham (Romans 4:17,18)

Vs. 1,2 Our acceptance of God’s grace brings peace

Vs. 3-5 Main point of our speaker at men’s fishing trip!


Trials and tribulations WILL come


How will you respond? Bad attitude or growth in perseverance character and hope

Vs. 5 Hope doesn’t disappoint because our hope is in all God has to give


He can’t lie!

Vs. 8-10 Jesus paid the price before we choose it.

Vs. 20 God’s plan takes into account all the realities of life



God’s grace is bigger than everyone’s issues, mistakes or sin

Romans 6
Vs. 1,2 Sin is dead to us


We will not turn back but move forward!

Vs. 5 Knowing Christ allows us to live like Jesus is now not just like when he was on 
earth


Don’t get stuck hanging on the cross for Jesus


Live like the resurrected Jesus

Vs. 12 Don’t allow sin to rule you


Life is a series of little choices not simply a few big choices

Vs. 16 What we obey determines who we are, what we do and where we go

Vs. 21 If you want to know what your choosing to obey, look at the fruit


Don’t look only at the circumstance look at the fruit


Fruit comes in the form of blessings in people’s lives not just money!

Conclusion:
Life is a series of little choices. (choose how to handle truth, choose how to respond to tribulations, choose God’s grace, etc.)

What are you choosing right now? (Don’t make this about last month, next week or 20 years from now)

Look at the fruit of your life to decide your next step
