Prov. 6

Vs. 6-11

Wisdom tells us to know the seasons.

When its time to work, we work or we are choosing to live in poverty

When its time to play, we play or we are choosing to ignore Sabbath and God’s design

It only takes a “little” sleep for poverty to come. 


Consider this verse in how we share the gospel 

Vs. 12-15

Winks with his eyes, shuffles, points – saying one thing but planning different actions


Imagine a friend winking at your enemy right before turning on you


Shuffles/points were the signals given on how to destroy you

Vs. 16-19

God – Hates these things not simply dislikes them!

Peace and unity are a choice we make.

Think about any time you have sown discord and repent!

Vs. 20-29

An adulteress is not someone that “fell” into sin.

They are someone that “prey” on someone else

They own any one that goes into them

Vs. 30-31

Don’t hate people that do wrong because they are suffering.

Don’t let people off the hook when they do wrong

This forces us to fix societal problems rather than just hating those that do wrong

Vs. 32-35

Another warning against adultery.

Consider Solomon’s perspective.

He was a child of an affair. 

Proverbs 7
Vs. 1-5

Another warning against the immoral woman!

Flattery isn’t substance it is words used to control someone.

Vs. 6-27

The adulteress woman says she has her peace offering with her.

That was the offering of purification after the monthly cycle.

On one side she is saying she is right with God so that you feel good about her

On the other side she is saying she doesn’t care about God 

She is a liar!
